Stephen.

Seek the Peace

“Do not repay anyone evil for evil. Be careful to do what is right in the 
eyes of everyone. If it is possible, as far as it depends on you, live at 

peace with everyone.” Romans 12v17-18 

While the actions of international peace-makers and negotiators in 
averting war may make the news headlines, seeking – and keeping – 
the peace is an important part of daily life for all of us. Peace and 
harmony does not happen effortlessly in our lives; we have to actively 
seek – and keep – the peace in the situations we find ourselves in, 
whether at home, in the office or workplace, or in the community 
where we live. 

During this season of the church year, we think about the saints – but 
also the horrors of war, and the many who have given their lives in 
service of their country. The spotlight is very much on what makes a 
good person – but also on how conflict can arise due to human 
weakness and wrongdoing. These are issues that affect all of us. 

Thankfully, these verses from St Paul’s Letter to the Romans – a 
church that had its fair share of conflict – give some clear pointers to 
how we might seek the peace in our lives. Firstly (and obviously), acts 
of vengeance will certainly not keep the peace! Secondly, we should 
be aware of how our actions might be interpreted by others, even if 
we believe them to be right. And thirdly, we should do whatever is in 
our power to keep the peace. There will always some things that we 
can’t control – but we should take responsibility for what we can 
control.

We may not find it easy to follow this in our lives. We might feel that it 
requires a measure of self-restraint and self-denial that we do not 
have. However, with God’s help, through the power of his Spirit, we 
can be strengthened to be peace-keepers in our lives, whatever that 
might involve. Let us pray that God would give us the courage and 
commitment to be peace seekers – and peace keepers – in our 
situations, our conflicts and our lives this month and always.

News from Chedworth Parish Council 

Drivers and Horses
We have been asked to remind people to slow down when passing 
horses. We live in an area with a very large population of horse riders 
who use the roads out of necessity. Particularly at this time of year 
with the dark mornings and evenings we ask that extra care is taken 
by motorists and by riders to make themselves as visible as possible. 

Dogs and their owners
The Parish Council have received some reports recently of stray dogs 
and dogs which are not under the full control of their owner.  Although 
this is not a Parish Council matter we thought it might be worthwhile 
just highlighting the following points: 

Owners are asked to ensure that their dog does not stray or 
cause harm to other animals or people. 

Dogs should have a collar with the name and address of the 
owner inscribed on it. 

Dogs should be under control at all times especially when on 
footpaths and, if there are animals around, owners are urged 
to use a dog lead. 

Please clear up after your dog, and please do not hang the bag 
on the nearest bush or tree. Take it home and dispose of it 
properly

If anyone finds a stray dog they should report it to the owner or, if 
that is not possible, to Cotswold District Council. 

If you believe your dog may have been stolen you should report it 
to the Police. 

The Parish Council can use its email alert to help to find a lost dog 
or to return a stray dog to its owner. 
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Have a great evening and volunteer for action. 
You may have seen that the village hall is no more! Asbestos  
problems solved and contactors demolished the hall.

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Early History of Britain 

Until the end of the Ice Age some 13,000 years ago, what is now 
England and France were joined by a wide chalk bridge between 
Dover and Calais.  The North Sea was one big lake.  At the end of 
this Ice Age the temperatures increased, the seas rose and 
Britain was no longer joined to the Continent. 

In a previous article I wrote about Neolithic Long Barrows in our area 
of Gloucestershire.  This article deals with what was found in local 
Long Barrows and what they tell us about the age, the height and 
health of these hunter/gathers. In 1979 and 1982 Alan Saville and his 
team excavated Hazleton North Long Barrow near the village of 
Hazleton just north of the A40 Cheltenham Road.  This Long Barrow 
dates from around 3,800 BC.

The Hazleton Barrow contained two stone-lined chambers, and at its 
Northern end were buried two bodies, one of which became known 
during excavation as the Flint Knapper because his working tools 
were buried alongside him, including a large hammer stone.  This 
man was between the age of 35 and 40.    Forty-one bodies were 
buried in the second chamber (22 men and women and 19 
children.  Only two were estimated to have lived longer than 45 years. 

Life expectancy of Neolithic man averaged around 25 years, and the 
maximum height was around 5ft.7ins; women were around 
5ft.3ins.  Osteoarthritis was rife and most children died at a young 
age.  The total population of Britain was around 5,000.

In Early Bronze Age society, around 2,000 BC, Britain was changing 
rapidly with crafts and culture developing.  There was a large invasion 
of Beaker Folk from continental Europe bringing their decorated pots, 
their gold earrings and jewellery, bronze daggers, and 
whetstones, together with their flashy ways and boozy habits.  

History Corner
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The richest burial at that time was the famous tomb of the Amesbury 
Archer in Wiltshire which was dated to around 2,400 BC just after the 
completion of Stonehenge - the site of religious pilgrimages from the 
Continent and other parts of Britain. The Amesbury Archer was buried 
with his copper knives, a stone used for metal working, some 
decorative Beaker pots, and a stone to protect his hand from the 
bowstring.  He was aged between 35 and 40 years of age, and in all 
probability originally came from continental Europe on his way to a 
pilgrimage.

From records it is clear that gold and iron were not discovered in 
Britain until around 1500 BC, after which time these metals were 
worked and smelted on sites around Britain.  

My next article will deal with the emotive subject of immigration from 
early times until the present day.

The committee would like to thank the community for all its help with keeping 
our electricity costs down by turning out lights when they leave the building. 
Equally, more of you have been taking your rubbish home with you so the 
site is looking clear of litter and the outside bins are much less over-flowing. 
Please keep up this good work inside as well when you use the kitchen. We 
are extremely grateful to everyone who has helped in this way. 
As many of you will have discovered Cotswold District Council (CDC) is no 
longer providing recycling for plastics at the Village Hall and the
dome-shaped white recycling unit has been removed. This has been 
replaced by your large white CDC sack niftily named with bureaucratic zeal 
the 'Mixed Rigid Plastic Kerbside Recycling Bag'.

The Village Hall Committee 
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Grandfather Hook’s Medal Tin by Mike Tovey 

In 1915 my grandfather ran away from the home in Bisley and, 
despite only being just over 14 years old (he must of looked a lot 
older), signed up and joined 3rd Bn Wiltshire Infantry Regiment. Ted 
saw service in the Gallipoli campaign between October 1915 and 
March 1916 but was brought back to the UK and discharged when his 
real age was revealed. 

Ted was awarded the usual three medals in 1918 (l to r 1915 Star, 
War and Victory medals known by the soldiers as Pip, Squeak and 
Wilfred).

If you can find world war one era medals belonging to your family 
they will be a good start in helping you discover more about the past 
by searching the various databases (e.g. Ancestry) with confidence.  

If you look on the back of the Star or the side of the other two medals 
you will see a rank and name, service number and unit, for example 
my grandfather’s 1915 Star medal is engraved as follows: 

20272 (his service number in the Wiltshire Regiment) 
Pte E. Hook 

Wilts R (Wiltshire Regiment) 

Using this information I was able to find out more about Ted and I 
have filled a hole in my family history – perhaps you can do the same. 
Dig out your family medals and bring them to the village hall on 20th

November – we will be interested to see what you have got. 
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The Royal British Legion and Remembrance 

In Flanders fields the poppies blow 
Between the crosses, row on row, 

That mark our place; and in the sky 
The larks, still bravely singing, fly 

Scarce heard amid the guns below. 

Lieutenant Colonel John McCrae, a Canadian doctor in the First World War, 
wrote the poem In Flanders Fields in 1915, following the death of a close 
friend in the Battle of Ypres.  The poppy came to represent the 
immeasurable sacrifice made by his comrades and quickly became a lasting 
memorial to those who had died in the First World War.  The poppy was 
adopted by the Royal British Legion in 1921 as the symbol of Remembrance. 

The Royal British Legion has been helping Service people for over 90 years 
and although needs have changed over that time the importance of this work 
is as vital as ever.  Almost £1.6 million is spent each week carrying out a 
wide range of support services from helping a young widow through an 
inquest to ensuring that an older veteran can stay independent in his own 
home.  The Legion provides substantial funding towards the running of the 
Personnel Recovery Centres that help injured and sick Service personnel 
either to return to duty or make a smooth transition into civilian life.  All of the 
Legion’s tasks can only be carried out with the generous support of the 
public.  £42 million was raised last year and it is hoped that this total can be 
matched or exceeded. 
The Chedworth and District Branch currently has a membership of about 80.  
As well as carrying out the vital roles of welfare provision and fund raising it 
organises social evenings and other events.   A Service connection is not 
necessary and membership is open to anyone who supports the aims of the 
Legion.

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Some Unpleasant Facts About Dog Waste 
�v Dog waste spreads parasites and bacteria such as 
 roundworms, hookworms, heartworms, whipworms and 
 tapeworms as well as many more nasty diseases. Hookworms
 are becoming more common in the UK since the fox hunting 
 ban was enforced in England and Wales in 2005
�v Dog waste causes dramatic negative changes to the condition 
 of grass, and is dangerous to grazing livestock. 
�v Each pile of dog waste takes 12 months or more to fully break 
 down. 

TO ALL DOG OWNERS IN CHEDWORTH 

Everyone knows how unpleasant dog mess is and that it can cause 
infections to humans and livestock. 
You, or whoever is responsible for your dog at the time, are 
responsible for cleaning up any dog mess left by your pet. In the eyes 
of the law, if your dog fouls, saying that you did not see it happening, 
or did not realise you needed to pick it up is not a reasonable excuse 
for not clearing it up, wherever that may be. 
As a dog owner you should always clean up after your dog and 
always take a supply of bags with you whenever you leave the house 
with your dog. Make sure you pick up the mess straight away, seal 
the bag and place in a bin; a normal litter bin is suitable. As there are 
no bins available, take it home and dispose of it in your own bin. Do 
not throw the bag over fences, hang it on a tree or leave the bag on 
the ground as plastic is not biodegradable and thus by bagging it and 
leaving it in the countryside it will take even longer than the usual 12 
months it takes for dog excrement to break down. 
The countryside is a great place to walk and exercise your dog, but it 
is every owner’s duty to make sure their dog is not a danger to other 
people, farm animals and wildlife. 
By law you must control your dog. Farmers are entitled to destroy a 
dog that injures or worries their animals. 
We would please ask you all to abide by these rules, and keep our 
beautiful village, our fields and footpaths a cleaner, safer place.

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Received from a Parish Resident: 

Last month I read the notice in the Hill and Valley requesting 
residents to pick up after their pets. Like many dog owners I felt that it 
was unnecessary to pick up dog excrement when walking in the 
countryside; it is a large area, no one is going to step on it and it will 
just decompose back into the ground.  

However, since reading the piece in last months magazine I have 
done some research and realised that there can be hidden 
consequences to agricultural land beyond what you would normally 
assume.  

In our area there are many landowners who aspire to the principle of 
organic farming, even if they do not yet have organic status.  In terms 
of regulations, organic farms can lose their organic certification if 
samples taken from their soil contain components that are not 
approved by the organic regulations - the majority of dog excrement 
is polluting to their soils  -  as it stands to reason that most people 
don’t feed their dogs a solely organic diet, and what goes in, comes 
out.

In terms of general health, dog faeces can contain diseases such 
as Toxocara T. canis: Human infection of this disease is a direct 
consequence of soil or sand contamination with faeces carrying eggs 
of the parasite. This parasite usually grows in the back of the eye, 
which can result in blindness, or in the liver or lungs.  

So, although it may seem unnecessary, it is actually extremely 
important both to local businesses and to local health that you please 
pick up your dog pooh and dispose of it properly.

Some Solutions from the Dogs Trust 
�x�� Always carry the means to clear up after your dog. Simple 

 plastic bags have proved more convenient, effective and 
 cheaper than a cumbersome poop scoop.

�x�� Your bags should be as unforgettable as a lead when you take 
 your dog out.

�x�� EVERY time your dog fouls, bag it and bin it. The rain does not 
 wash the problem away, as some lazy, anti-social people think, 
 so bag and bin whether it’s in a park or a roadside gutter.

�x�� Have your dog wormed regularly.
